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INTRODUCTION

The purpose of this manual is to guide you as a Fleet and/or Club representative through the process of what to consider when holding a Star regatta. This manual lets you know what is expected of you when holding a Star regatta, and also lets you know what are the various options open to you so that you can work around problems which are peculiar to your situation.


A WORD OF CAUTION!

Make sure that your club's officers, management, and other interested parties are ready and willing to take on this event. Once the various terms of what the club's responsibilities will be are agreed on get these terms written down in writing and signed by the club officers!
Often between the time when the idea of holding the event is first discussed with the club and the event itself there will be changes in the people holding positions of commodore, etc. All it takes is one person in a position of power who decides that he does not want to be helpful or even worse to be disruptive to make life miserable for the people running the event. This will make holding the event a very difficult and even close to impossible task, and at the very least will make life for the event organizers very unpleasant. Having what was originally agreed upon by the club officers in writing will at least make it possible for the event organizers to go to the club's officers should disruptive behavior on their part become a problem and remind them of what the club officers originally agreed to.


SETTING A DATE

First and foremost in considering a date for the Regatta should be weather conditions. The question to ask is when are the winds most likely to be at their best for Star sailing conditions. There are of course subsidiary considerations such as Club usage. Obviously, it is better to hold the Regatta when Club usage is low, for example in September after school has opened and younger Club members are no longer taking part in various Club-sponsored activities.

SCHEDULE OF RACES

For most regattas three to five races are scheduled over the Regatta weekend. However, experience has shown that planning on completing five races is asking a little too much, unless very short races (4 miles or less) are run. While there is a tendency to run races which are shorter than the traditional 10 milers which must be run in the Star Class Championship regattas (World’s, Continental and District), shortening up races to less than 4 miles has proved to be unsatisfactory as well, mainly because the good sailors can not recover from an adverse situation which might occur at the beginning of the race. (See comments on the topic of course length by Mark Reynolds in Appendix A.)

District Championships:

For District Championships at least 3 races must be scheduled. These races must be 10 milers as dictated by Star Class Rules. (See STCR 34.3.1.) Recently there has been a trend to run 5 races for the District Championships with one throw out race if 4 or more races are completed. Because of the length of the races which must be run at a District Championship running more than two races a day is impractical, which means that such a 5 race event has to be held over a three-day period. It is the Club's option as to how the schedule of races will be set up. Typically, however, two races are scheduled for the first two days of racing, usually Friday and Saturday, with one race being scheduled for Sunday.

ANNOUNCING THE EVENT

To ensure a good turnout try to inform the people you expect to come to the event about the date of the event at least a year in advance. If you can get them thinking about coming and have them place the date of your event on their calendar that long in advance then you will already have them at least aware of it. Hopefully, should something come up in their life which conflicts with your date they will say "but I already have this date reserved for the regatta".

If your fleet or yacht club has a web site post the date of the regatta in some visible place. If you don’t have a web site, try to get a web site going. At the very minimum have the date and who to contact listed on the site to start with. Then add other information as it becomes available. Such things as a list of motel / hotels, directions on how to get to the club, description of the sailing venue, expected weather conditions, non-participant events happening in the area during the event (for wives and children), and other such could be given.

Perhaps your Club or your Fleet is considering creating a web site in any case; if so this is a good time to get things organized.

It must be remembered however that many older people, and even some younger ones, are not "computer literate" or do not have access to the computer. Thus mailings are also essential. At the very minimum mailings should be to the members of your district and the adjoining districts. To zero in on who would most likely come look at the results of the last couple of events and also of the District Championships. A certain list of names who are "hard-core" sailors will probably emerge and these people should be personally contacted.

PREPARATION OF CLUB AND BOAT FACILITIES

The time during which preparations for holding the regatta are being made is an ideal time for the Club to review the Club and boat facilities and to renew or up-date them.

CLUB FACILITIES

Make sure that the Club's bathroom facilities are clean, up-to-date and/or recently renovated. Have adequate number of showers, toilettes, and urinals available. Make sure the shower stalls are clean and when necessary have the shower curtains changed.

As will be noted under the subject of meals, if the Club has the facilities to do so make meals from breakfast through dinner available to the event's participants and their guest. If possible, have a charge system available so that meals and drinks can be bought without the buyer having to carry his wallet with him. Often times, especially as the boats come in from the race course, the sailors would like to be able to grab a bite to eat or something to drink while they are waiting to haul their boats, and it is much more convenient if all they have to do is give the server their account number.

The best situation for these meals is to have them available at a snack-bar counter located near the dry-sail area. Experience has shown that making meals available in the more formal club restaurant setting will not draw participants. A good example of the snack-bar counter being very successful is at the Bacardi Cup. There the snack bar is very accessible to the crews who can place orders at any time during the haul-out of their boat.


BOAT FACILITIES

General Observations:

Aside from making sure that the hoists themselves are in top working condition, check such things as the padding on the side of the launching deck and the padding on the side of the tie-up docks. Nothing ruins a competitor's day more than finding that they have tied up to a dock which has padding with nails poking through the material, or padding which is not adequately secured and falls down allowing the boat to rub on the wood of the dock.

If the area for launching the boats is open to wave action try to figure out some way of protecting the area from waves so that the boats don’t get banged up while being launched and hauled. Sometimes even having a large boat stationed a little ways off the area is enough to break up the waves.

Make sure that the decks of the docks are cleaned, especially of bird droppings. Trying to roll up clean and often new sails on a dock which is littered with bird droppings is not something which sailors want to have to cope with.

Try to clear the boat parking area of boats which will not be launched during the regatta so that the regatta participants will be as close as possible to the hoists. Most of the Club’s boat owners are understanding and are willing to make their spaces available to regatta participants for the duration of the regatta.

Rather than have the participants launch their own boats try to have a team of launch assistants; one at each hoist with a vehicle (if necessary) who fetches and returns the trailers to their assigned spaces, and two at each hoist who do the actual launching. If bow numbers are being used, issue a trailer number which matches the bow number; this will aid in locating the trailers. Park the trailers by these numbers so that they can be easily located by the launch assistants.

The easiest way to assign this bow number which applies to the parking space and trailer as well is to issue the number as each boat arrives. The parking lot attendant who may also be the safety equipment inspector will direct each new arrival to the next available parking space and affix the trailer number to the designated spot on the trailer. In this way the bow numbers will be issued sequentially and there will be no gaps in the number sequence.

Post a sign at each of the hoists making it clear that the hoists are to be used only for launching or pulling out boats, and that no bottom work is allowed. At every event there is always someone who decides to occupy a hoist to work on the boat's bottom, and others are left to wait either to get their boats in or pull them out while this person is working on his boat. In the acceptance package sent out to each participant mention that no bottom work will be allowed on the Club's hoists during the event, and suggest that if this work must be done to please do it before showing up at the event.

Fresh Water Venues:

Minimal boat launching facilities are needed for fresh water venues where marine growth is not a problem. One hoist, if properly managed, will do.

There must be adequate space for parking the trailers.

There must be a well-protected mooring area where the boats will be moored. Place a number on each mooring and make a chart indicating where each numbered mooring is located. This number will match the bow number of the boat. Set a time when all of the boats must be in the water, usually the night before the first race. Make sure you have an adequate number of shore boats. Needless to say, when it is time to go out to the boats everyone wants to do so at the same time.

Salt Water Venues:

Assume that all boats must come out each evening. Recently harbors which previously were so polluted that marine organisms were not so active are now finding that even overnight there is significant growth. If the facilities are limited so that a rotational system of half in / half out must be instituted then so be it, but if that is the case make sure that a bottom scrubbing service is available which the competitors can hire. While some participants will do their own work, others will be willing to pay to have this work done.

Ideally there should be an adequate number of hoists to get all the boats out every night. Make the parking area adjacent to the hoist area clear of all other boats. Also, clear the docks and slips near the hoists of other boats so that the Stars have enough room to ready themselves.

TROPHIES

At most Star events equal trophies are awarded to skipper and crew. There has also been a trend recently to include some sort of participation award in the regatta package. Exactly how deep you want to go with the trophies, and how far you want to go with participation awards, is of course dependant on regatta fees charged and sponsorship funding. For a sample trophy list see Appendix C.

Take Home Trophies

Because of the logistics and other uncertainties it has become the custom not to let the perpetual trophies be taken home by the winners. The trophies are presented at the awards ceremony and then placed in their packing boxes after the ceremony is over. Provide take-home trophies. Remember that both the skipper and the crew should receive the same or similar trophies. For over-all series places go at least to the 3rd place winners, and if the field is large perhaps to the 5th place winners. For daily trophies, go to the 3rd place.

It has become standard to award trophies for the various master’s categories: 50-60 (Master/M), 60-70 (Grand Master/GM), 70-80 (Exalted Grand Mast/EGM) and 80+ (Venerable Exalted Grand Master/VEGM).

When several women are expected as crews then there should also be a woman's crew trophy. Of course when applicable a woman's skipper trophy should also be provided.

MEALS AND ENTERTAINMENT

Meals:

If your club has a charge system, make it available to the regatta participants so that they can use this system for charging food and drink.

Breakfast:

If your club has the facilities, then breakfast should be offered at the appropriate cost. If not, at least have a table near the registration table set up with coffee, doughnuts, and other snacks. (See Appendix B for a sample list of items for the snack table.) Also, if possible, the participants should have the opportunity to buy boxed lunches. It should be remembered that the sailors want to spend time checking over their equipment, and the less they have to run around looking for such things as food the more they will appreciate having the facility of buying food on site.

Dinner:

There are two methods of charging for dinners: either the evening meals are included in the entry fee or they are listed as a separate item from the regatta entry fee. However, experience has shown that some people, because of other commitments, do not participate in the dinners, and thus setting a regatta entry fee which goes to trophy costs, etc., and having a separate meals fee will make attending the regatta more attractive to those who don’t plan on eating at the Club. Don't forget that many participants will want to buy extra meals for some or all occasions. Set a price for each meal and have extra tickets available for sale.

Also, on the days leading up to the event meals should be available to the participants. Thus, for example, if the first day participants will show up is Thursday, then some sort of arrangement should be made so that those who wish to will be able to purchase meals at the Club.

As a nice touch, one of the meals could be held off-site at some place of interest. If this happens, provide transportation so that people will not have to drive themselves to the site.


HOUSING

Try to get fleet and club members to offer housing for participants. Have a person, preferably with an e-mail address, be in charge of finding housing and making the connection between the participants who want housing and those who are offering it. For those participants who do not want to stay at private homes and prefer to stay at Hotels / Motels, make a list of available commercial housing, which includes price and driving distance / time from the club.

REGISTRATION PROCEDURE

Have a station set up where each competitor and his crew will register. Here they will get all of the handouts such as the Sailing Instructions. This is also a good time to have the competitor sign up for a charge account at the club. Also at this station the competitor and crew will sign all of the forms needed in the regatta. A standard registration form is given in Appendix D. Also given in Appendix D are the Notice of Race and Sailing Instructions used in recent standard regattas.

Since registration at a Star Class sanctioned event such as the District Championship is more involved see Appendix E for a description of the sanctioned event registration procedure. Included is a registration form.

SKIPPERS’ MEETING

Hold the skipper’s meeting ½ hour before the harbor start. Make sure to clearly state all navigational hazards from the club to the race course, and if there should be any hazards in the race course site these must also be discussed.

Make sure to clearly state how RRS 42.2 (rocking, pumping, ooching, sculling, excessive tacking) will be interpreted and enforced. This is because there are different interpretations or enforcement policies by the different fleets involved in the regatta, and thus what may be allowed in one fleet is not allowed in another. Not understanding the rule before the regatta begins may lead to some bad feeling during the regatta if this question is not clarified.


SETTING COURSES

General Considerations:

The general trend in recent times in setting courses for major events is to try to make the courses as neutral as possible to local knowledge and conditions. This generally means trying to stay as far as possible from shorelines where local wind conditions could be an important factor.

Changing Mark Locations Due to Wind Shifts: It should be remembered that even as late as the 1960’s once a course was set the mark locations were not changed due to wind shifts. If the wind was fickle then it was up to the competitors to cope with the situation as best they could, and it was not the responsibility of the Race Committee to second-guess what the wind might do next by resetting the locations of the marks. Recently however it seems that there are mark location changes issued at every mark rounding. The question has to be asked at what point has this practice been carried too far. It must be remembered that when the wind shifts some competitors will benefit and others will loose out, and thus there is no way a “fair” course can ever be set in such conditions, which surely in most locations must be the norm rather than the exception. With this in mind the Race Committee has to ask itself how much of a shift justifies a change of mark locations. Furthermore, is the shift a permanent one or could it be just temporary? What benefit is there in changing the location of a mark just to have the wind shift back to its original direction? In such cases it would have been better to have left the mark in its original location.

Try to Finish the Fleet at the Mark Nearest to the Club: Aside from the normal considerations in setting courses, take into account the location of the finish. If possible, on the days when two races are to be run for the first race use the courses which finish at the starting line, i.e. courses 1 and 4. For the second race use the courses which finish nearest to the Club. On those days when there is only one race to be run consider having the finish line also be nearest to the Club. Remember that, especially on two race days, the crews are tired and would like to get to the Club as soon as possible after the last race is over. They will appreciate having a shorter distance to travel to get to the Club. Thus, if, for example, the Club is nearer to the windward mark than to the leeward mark of the race course, and you have the race finish at the leeward end of the course, then the competitors have beat all the way back to the other end of the course in any case before continuing on to the Club. In this instance it would seem most reasonable to finish the race to windward using course 0 or 3 rather finishing the race at the leeward end of the course.

REPORTING THE RACES

Each day as soon as possible the series’ standings should be posted on the information bulletin board and also on the Star Class Web Page and/or Event’s Web Page, as well as in the local press. Try to have communications between the Race Committee Boat and someone at the Club to relay the results of the day so that these results can be punched into the computer and printed up in time for the participants to receive copies of the results as they arrive back at the Club. Try to have someone, preferably a participant, give a description of the day’s race which can also be posted. Be careful on this, because most probably this description will be used in the description of the event in the Log. A nice touch is to try to have the day’s winner give his view of how the day went. There should be a person skilled in taking dictation on hand so that this report can be taken and filed in a timely manner.

The standings sheet should be organized with the following headings:

Place / Boat # / Boat Name / Skipper’s Name / Crew’s Name / Fleet / Subgroup / Race 1 / Race 2 / Race 3 / Race 4 / Race 5 / Race 6 / Points

(See Appendix F for an example.)

Remember that the final standing’s sheets will most probably be used by the Editor of Starlights and Log, so all of this information will be needed. Do not skip on information. Be sure to include the skippers’ and crews’ first names. If you are using a computerized standings spreadsheet which has a column for “Country” use this column to place the Fleet code letters, and not the country, unless there is no fleet in that country (example: Bermuda), in which case enter the country code. Remember that the Star Class is fleet oriented and not country oriented, so Fleet codes take precedence over country codes.

FINANCES

Below are a couple of examples of income and expenses for running Star regattas during a fiscal year. Note that in 2004 the Nutmeg Regatta had a very small attendance due to weather-related conditions, resulting in a deficit for the regatta and for the year.

PERSONNEL

Regatta Chairman:


The burden for pulling all of the necessary parts of the regatta together rests on the Regatta Chairman. This person must have a good rapport with the sponsoring club and have the ability to put in countless hours in seeing to the various details which need to be done in order to have the Championship go off without a hitch.

Housing Chairman:

Entertainment Chairman:

Communications Chairman:


Responsible for getting the web site up and running; for getting information out to people about the event; during the regatta for getting results posted in a timely fashion, both for the participants and for the web site.

Registration Desk Personnel:


2 – 4 sign-in


1 – 2 for setting up club charge account

Measuring Personnel (for District Championships only):


1 – 2 Certificate checkers


4 – 6 Sail measurers


1 – 2 Safety equipment checkers

(The number of persons needed depends on the number of competitors which need to be signed in. If more than 40 boats are expected plan on using the greater number.)

Race Committee and Jury Personnel (for District Championships only):

By Star Class rules (37.1.3) members of the Race Committee and the Jury are to be appointed by the District Secretary. However, as a practical matter, your club makes the recommendations for the appointees and these are approved by the District Secretary. Work with the District Secretary in making the selection so that when the list of Race Committee members and Judges is formally presented to the District Secretary there is already a sense that the appointees are acceptable by the Secretary.

Race Committee Chairman: The most important part of putting on this Championship is that the actual races are run in a professional way, with little or no disruption from things which care and planning can prevent. Of all of the things which have the most lasting effect on the Championship, how well the Race Committee handles the races on the water is paramount. Thus, a proven Race Committee Chairman is absolutely essential. Should your club have such a person then by all means use him, but if in your regular regattas there are times that things are not run smoothly, then please bring in a Chairman who has a proven track record for well-run races.

On the Race Committee Boat (the PRO will actually be responsible for selecting who he needs and how many):

Statistician: checks in the competitors before the race; records the finishing position of the competitors.

Timer: provides the countdown for the start.

Shapes: raises the signals.

Gun: fires the gun and handles other sound signals

4 Spotters (2 in committee boat and 2 in pin-end boat): spot over-early boats; spot the order of finish.

2 Mark setter boats with 2 people each: one for placing the windward mark and one for placing the reaching or off-set mark. These people must be very good about using the GPS to locate the marks properly.

Appendix A

How long should racecourses be?

Over the last decade there has been a trend to go to shorter courses for local and regional events, getting away from the standard 10.1 to 10.9 mile courses which at one time seemed to make up most of the races at all levels of Star Class competition. At Green, Blue, Silver and Gold Star events these long courses are mandatory by Star Class rules and cannot be shortened. I think in the past it was felt that the longer course allowed the “cream to rise” and a race allowed to be shortened either in length or legs might allow a light fluky race to finish and also give too much power to the Race Committee to determine the finishing order. However, today many Star sailors would like to have more races per day and perhaps spend fewer days racing in those regattas in which 6 races are mandated.

It continues to be recognized that the standard Star Class courses with a minimum of 2 mile first legs are necessary in large events where more than 60 boats are participating, mainly to have reasonable thinning of the fleet as it approaches the windward mark. Some will argue that with media, sponsor and federation demands that we should even compromise our rules to make sure that races are finished, even in big fleets, but this would be contrary to the concept of allowing the “cream to rise” during a race as pointed out above.

Most Star sailors will agree though that in smaller fleets 10 mile courses often produce races which at a certain point become parades in which there is little change in positions and in which the rear of the fleet begins to loose contact with the leaders. Long courses also makes it impossible to have 3 races in a day and difficult in light winds just to have 2 races. What often happens is that the Race Committees shorten the races up anyway but they are then open to protest. With this in mind, if we wish to have shorter races we must change our rules.

How long should the course be? Lately Olympic sailing has moved to setting course length based on time rather than distance. They might shoot for a 90 minute race and the course length is adjusted appropriately and can also be changed during the race. I think a little of this is okay, particularly with set fleet size, but taken to the extreme very short races would be done in near drifting conditions.  This method of determining the length of the racecourse doesn’t take fleet size into account which is certainly wrong for our class as a whole.

Perhaps there can be a minimum and maximum leg length and corresponding time limit for 2 or 3 fleet sizes so as not to make it too complicated. There also should be a time limit for the first leg as well.

Here are my suggestions as to the length of racecourses:

1) Under 30 boats: 1 to 1.5 mile legs, 30 minutes maximum for the first beat, 2 hours maximum for complete course

2) 30 to 59 boats: 1. 5 to 2 mile legs, 40 minute maximum for the first beat, 3 hours maximum for complete course

3) Over 60 boats: 2 to 2.5 mile legs, 45 minute maximum for the first beat, 3.5 hours maximum for complete course (i.e., courses as shown in the current Log).

(STCR), the current Racing Rules of Sailing (RRS), the Notice of Race, (except as any of these are changed by the Sailing Instructions), and these Sailing Instructions. In case of conflict, the rules of the I.S.C.Y.R.A. shall have precedence.

2. Entries and Measurement
Yachts eligible in accordance with STCR may be entered by completing registration. All yachts shall have valid measurement, buoyancy test and weight certificates. Each mainsail shall show the sail number as indicated in the entry list.

3. Notices to Competitors and Changes in the Sailing Instructions
Notices to competitors will be posted on the official race notice board located adjacent to the registration area.

Any changes in the sailing instructions will be posted before 9:00 A.M, except that any change to the schedule of races will be posted by 8:00 PM on the day before it will take effect. 

4. Signals Made Ashore
Signals made ashore will be displayed from a flagpole in the hoist area.

Answering Pennant "AP" means the start is postponed, do not leave the harbor area. The warning signal will be made not less than 60 minutes after lowering of "AP" with two sounds.

5. Schedule of Races
The first warning signal is scheduled for 11:00 A.M. each day.

The event shall consist of a maximum of four races, with no more than three races on Saturday.
6. Class Flag
The Class flag will be a Star Class insignia on a white field.

7. Racing Area 
The racing area will be south of the Milford Harbor entrance. 

8. Course

Course "O" (triangle, windward, leeward, windward finish) or "1" (triangle, windward, leeward finish), or "2" (triangle, windward, leeward, triangle, windward finish) or "3" (windward, offset, leeward, windward, offset, leeward, windward finish) or "4" (windward, offset, leeward, windward, offset, leeward finish) will be signaled by the starting vessel. The approximate compass bearing and distance from the starting line to Mark #1 will be displayed on the starting vessel.

The starting line may be established no more than 1/4 n.m. to leeward of the leeward mark.
9. Marks

Marks will be inflatable buoys.

10. Start

Each yacht shall, prior to the warning signal, past the starting vessel on the starboard side to check in for each race. RRS A1.1 is changed to provide that boats not complying with this instruction may receive the same score as a boat not starting. 

A pre-warning signal of four short sounds may be made approximately one minute before the warning signal. The starting sequence will be:

5 minutes before the start
Warning Signal:
Raise Class Flag

4 minutes before the start
Preparatory Signal:
Raise Preparatory Flag

1 minute before the start
Lower Preparatory Flag

Lower Class Flag
The starting line will be between a staff displaying an orange flag on a race committee boat at the starboard end and a port-end starting mark.

11. Change of Course
To change the position of the next mark, the race committee will move the original mark (or the finishing line) to a new position. The change will be signaled before the leading boat has begun the leg although the mark may not then be in the new position. Any mark to be rounded after rounding the moved mark may be relocated without further signaling to maintain the course configuration.

12. Shortening of Course

After the starting signal, the race committee may shorten the course. 

13. Finish

The finishing line will be between a staff displaying an orange flag, or flag “S”, on a race committee boat at the starboard end and the port-end finishing mark.

Code Flag "L" displayed from the finishing vessel means: It is intended to start an additional race. Sail directly to the starting area.

14. Time Limit
The time limit shall be 3.5 hours. 

Boats failing to finish more than 60 minutes after the first boat sails the course and finishes will be scored Did Not Finish.  This changes rules 35 and A4.1.

15. Protests and Hearings
A protesting yacht shall inform the Race Committee immediately after finishing about the sail number of the protested yacht. Protests will be lodged with the Race Committee within one hour after the Race Committee vessel docks. Protests shall be written only on protest forms available from the Race Committee.

Sail numbers of the protester, protestees, and witnesses and the probable time of the hearings will be posted on the notice board within thirty (30) minutes after the expiration of the "Protest Time". 

16. Scoring

The Low Point Scoring System RRS A2 will apply.

Each boat’s series score will be the total of her race scores with one discard if all four races are completed.
Two races are required to be completed to constitute a series.

17. Safety Regulations
A boat that retires shall inform the Race Committee or the Milford Yacht Club Dock Office as soon as possible. Competitors not leaving the dock on a race day shall inform the Race Committee or Dock Office.

Appendix E

REGISTRATION PROCEDURE

District Championships

Unlike standard regattas, at District Championships there are extra steps which are necessary. First, by Star Class rules boats should have their registration forms in at least seven days before the championship. (STCR 28.1) During registration membership in the Star Class by the skipper and crew, boat certificates and crew weights are among the various things which have to be checked and verified. Concerning measurement of the boat: rely on the measurement, weight, and buoyancy certificates on file at the Central Office. In essence then, the registration station is to get the competitor oriented and to make sure that he has all of the forms which are needed before continuing on to the next station.

A good place to have crew weigh-in is at the registration station. This way this measurement can be taken care of immediately upon registration and duly recorded. After registration the competitor will then be directed to the Measurement stations.

Competitor Folders:

Set up a folder for each competitor. Place in it all of the forms which need to be signed or filled out. Keep a list of all problems noted by the Central Office in this folder as well. Set up a system so that only when all the forms which need to be in this folder are complied with and all problems noted by the Central Office are resolved will the O.K to sail be given. (If bow numbers are to be issued then these bow numbers should be issued to the competitor to be affixed to the boat only after the O.K. to sail has been given.)

MEASUREMENT PROCEDURE

District Championships

Have each competitor follow a pre-set routine so all measurements and inspections are completed without the competitor inadvertently leaving out one of the steps. Have three stations set up as follows: Crew Weigh-in, Sails, Safety Equipment. Make sure that each competitor understands that the measurement procedure is not complete until the Safety Inspector has checked and sign his form.

Sails: While theoretically sails could be measured at a District Championship in practice this is rarely done. Sails are now generally made by very few companies and there is little variation in their sizes and shapes. Thus, unless there is some obvious need to measure sails this station can be dispensed with.

Safety Equipment:

Appoint a person to check each boat for the following:

(a) Two approved personal flotation devices (life jackets), which when not worn, must be readily available within 30 cm (1 ft.) of the cockpit coaming.

(b) One bailer such as a bucket, suitable to the conditions to be met while sailing, having a capacity not less than 1 liter.

(c) One paddle or oar.

(d) One anchor weighing at least 2.3 kg.

(e) One line, minimum diameter 8mm, minimum length 20 m.

When the safety equipment is checked out the safety inspector makes sure that the two previous measurement procedures have been completed and then signs the form and files it with the Regatta Chairman.

Any boat notified that she has been disqualified shall leave the race course immediately. However, if there are two races scheduled for that day, boats having been disqualified in the first race may stand by in an area outside the race course for the second race.

13. CHANGE OF COURSE AFTER START

13.1
A change of course after the start will be signaled before the leading boat has begun the leg although the new mark may not then be in position. Other marks may be relocated to maintain the original course configuration.

14. THE FINISH

14.1
The finishing line will be between the staff from which an orange flag is displayed on a Race Committee boat and _______________.

14.2
Code flag “L” displayed from a Race Committee boat at the finishing line means:  "The Race Committee intends to start an additional race. Sail directly to the starting area."

15. TIME LIMIT

15.1
The time limit will be 3-1/2 hours.

15.2
Boats failing to finish within 60 minutes after the first boat finishes will be scored 'Did Not Finish'. This changes rules 35 and A4.1.
16. SCORING

16.1
The Low Point scoring system, RRS A2, will apply, modified so that each boats' series score will be the total of her race scores with the worst score discarded if _____ or more races are completed. ______ races are scheduled, of which ______ races shall be completed to constitute a series.

16.2 There will be a Green Star Division for Novices under STCR 23.7.1 and 23.7.2. Entrants in this division will be competing for both the Green Star Championship and the overall Championship.

16.3 There will be a Masters Division for skippers aged ______ years and over by the start of the first race. Entrants in this division will be competing for both the Masters Championship and the overall Championship.

17. PROTESTS

17.1
Protests shall be written on forms available _______ and shall be delivered to the Secretary of the Race Committee.

17.2
Protests must be delivered within one hour of the Race Committee signal boat docking time. Protest Time will be posted on the Notice Board.

17.3
Boats recorded on the finishing list as having not started or not finished will be posted on the Notice Board 1/2 hour before the end of Protest Time. Any boat so notified may request a hearing, which must be in writing and delivered to the Secretary of the Race Committee within Protest Time.

17.4
Sail numbers of protestors, protestees and witnesses will be posted on the Notice Board within 1/2 hour after the expiration of Protest Time. This will constitute official notice to all parties as required by RRS 63.2.

17.5
RRS 63.3 is changed to provide that only the skipper or crew may represent a boat at protest hearings.

17.6
RRS 62.2 and 66 are changed to provide that, on the last day of racing, requests for redress and requests to re-open a hearing must be lodged within 1/2 hour of the time final results have been posted.

18. PRIZES

Perpetual Trophies will be awarded in accordance with STCR 24.

The safety of a boat and her entire management, including insurance, shall be the sole and inescapable responsibility of the owner and/or entrant.

Participants agree that no person or organization involved in the conduct of this Championship will be liable for any accident, injury, fatality, or damage or loss of boat or personal property arising out of a participant's preparation for or participation in any on-the-water or on-shore activities (whether social, recreational, launching, hauling, boat storage or otherwise) associated with the Championship. Nothing in these Sailing Instructions or oral statements by the Organizing Authority, their officers, directors or agents, shall modify or otherwise impair the effect of the Waiver of Liability Form, the execution of which is a condition of entry.

19.3 Competitors leaving the race course before the end of a race shall inform the Race Committee or the ______ as soon as possible. Competitors not leaving the dock on a race day shall inform the _________.

20. CREW CHANGES

20.1
Any request for a change of crew must be submitted to the Race Committee in writing prior to 0900 hours on the day of the race for which the change is to made. If the Race Committee grants permission, it will do so in writing and post such notice on the Notice Board.

20.2
A change of helmsman will not be permitted.
