Constancy paid off for Star veteran Bill Allen who flew in from Chicago to skipper his son Ken's boat 7765 with Ken crewing. The weather was perfect with light winds in the morning filling in to about 10 kts later in the day. CPYC Commodore Phil Marks chartered the 55' Miss T to take spectators out and watch while Steve Braverman and Ron Rezac photographed the event and provided free pictures to all participants. Regatta chairperson Jessica Costa came up with the idea of framed pictures for the daily prizes so the pressure was on for Steve to come up with great shots. With great sailing, great prizes and even better food, this was an event that we will remember for a long time.

The first race started in winds of 4 kts which built to about 7 by the finish. The fleet split off the line with most boats going right, but the smart money went left into the channel along the Deer Island shore to catch the stronger ebb current. The trick was in not going in too close and loosing the breeze. The team of John & Shannon Fox from BH did this best and rounded the top mark in first place. Team Fox jibed at the mark and crossed the channel while the fleet chose to hug the Deer Island shore. With better breeze further out and less adverse current, Foxy opened up her lead and was well in front by the leeward mark. By then the wind had shifted left so far that it became impossible to reset the windward mark far enough left to be a true beat and it was very much a parade to the finish. Team Allen and John Siljander / Bob McKie were able to close in on, but not catch Foxy and finished in that order.

By the second start everyone knew the left was the way to go and the race became a cavalry charge to the channel. In 10 kts, and steadier breeze the fleet settled into boat speed mode with boat handling and mark rounding tactics being the primary requisite. Davis Buckley / Guy Avelon from Annapolis came out on top, followed by Peter Costa (sailing without Jessica who was busy running the event). Team Allen finished third and moved decisively into the series lead.

On Sunday, the breeze was 5-7 kts from the SW at the start of the race and filled in to the 10-12 kt range by the finish. This presented a new challenge to setting a course without taking us across a major shipping channel. Fortunately the tide was high enough for the fleet to sail over Lower Middle (which bares in spots at low water) so that it did not become an obstacle in the middle of the course. However many boats still chose to sail to one side or the other of it on each leg. With the wind oscillating through about 25 degrees, choosing a side became very interesting. It was Joe Zambella's day to show the fleet how it is done and he lead the way for most of the race. Davis Buckley from Annapolis finished second with Team Allen finishing third to take the regatta.

John Siljander with crew Bob McKie won the Grand Masters Division and Jack Button with crew Chris Batchelor second.

Emil Karlovsky with crew Brian Kane took both Exalted Grand Masters and VEGM titles and Ted Engles with son Bruce crewing took second in the EGM category.

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LABOR DAY REGATTA

Mid-Connecticut Fleet

Fourteen boats participated in the Mid-Connecticut Labor Day Regatta.

The first race on Saturday was held in very light wind which lasted for most of the race. Originally the course was B-P-B-P-S, but it became apparent that there was no way the fleet was going to complete the full course, and the Race Committee mercifully shortened the course to B-P-B. The first time up the fleet arrived fairly much together with the exception of the Doc, who was over early and had to go back to restart. The fleet split into several factions on the way down to P, David Chittick / Mike Whitford going way left and Dylan Mark / Matt Johnson going way right. Most of the fleet chose the middle ground and that proved to be somewhat better, although not by much. However, P offered up its usual surprises. The first two boats to round, Jack Button  / Jay followed by Don Grey / Ben Blake, were allowed by the wind gods to continue on while the rest of the fleet manage to sail into a hole. This gave the Doc / Brian Kane a chance to catch up and they saw that the best thing to do was to hang left along with another boat and sail away from the rest of stalled fleet. These two boats managed to catch a mysterious wind from the opposite direction which held long enough to get them out away from shore. Then the wind shifted again and the two boats began to close the very considerable gap which Button / Jay and Gray / Blake had opened up. However it was not enough and Button / Jay won followed by Gray / Blake. On the way in the fleet was able to witness a spectacular display of thunder and lighting along the Milford shore. This was accompanied by fairly strong wind and a drenching rain which washed the salt off the boats. Fortunately nobody was fried.

The second race on Sunday started again in fairly light wind. The original course was L-C-L-C-S. However, half way through the first leg the wind shifted to the right which benefited those who hung right. Still, David Chittick / Mike Whitford managed to round the mark first followed by Charlie Correll / Andy Nelson. At the windward mark the Race Committee changed course to D-N-D-S. However the wind continued to shift on the way down to D so at D the Race Committee signaled yet another course change to A-E-S. The fleet was still fairly much together at this point. However, the wind began to pick up on the upwind leg to A and Chittick / Whitford opened a nice lead on the rest of the fleet. They continued to lengthen this lead on the next two legs and won going away. Joe Giunti / John Taylor came in second. The Doc with Brian Kane crewing managed to pick off Charlie Correll / Andy Nelson just at the finish to come in third, and Correll / Nelson came in fourth.

The third race on Monday was sailed in marginal hiking conditions. The original course was C-L-C-L-S. The fleet stayed came together at the windward mark and stayed together to the leeward mark. With the wind shifting left the Race Committee boat signaled a course change to B-L-S. On the beat up Bear Hovey / Marshal Converse pulled ahead, followed by Jack Lombard / Tim Price. However, on the run back down to L the fleet came together again, but very few positions changed. Hovey / Converse went on to win, with Chittick / Whitford in second and Lombard / Price in third.

The request at the bottom of page 32 of the Log means just what it says: "Out of respect for the traditions of the Star Class, you are requested to make use of the insignia or awards conferred upon you." Yet how many of our best skippers, through some kind of false pride or maybe just sheer inertia, fail to put their championship awards on their sails?

To make the use of honor awards mandatory might detract from their purpose and prestige. So the Class has left it up to individual winners to display their Blue Stars, Gold Chevrons, and the rest. No question of ostentation is involved, if you are entitled to Chevrons or a Star, you are obligated to use them. Many top skippers already do so; (leaf through the photographs in the current Log). How much more interesting and impressive it would be if everyone at a big championship wore on his sails the highest award to which he was entitled. This is the way it should be.

Make a note of it now, for 1953. When you send your sails to the sailmaker for their annual overhauling have the awards put on. You owe it to your Fleet and to the Class.

With no improvement of wind conditions the Race Committee decided to finish the race at the “leeward” mark. After the first group of boats finished, led by David Chittick and Mike Whitford, the next few boats drifted across the finish line at excruciatingly slow place. After an hour of this the Race Committee packed up the finish line and gave the rest of the boats an average score of 16 points. And so that’s where matters stood, or so we thought.

In the evening the participants were treated to a really wonderful feast put on by Tim DuVal. There was Cajun chicken and roast ham with scalloped potatoes, mixed vegetables, and a delicious Caesar salad. A variety of cakes gave a nice finishing touch to the dinner.

Sunday proved to be a different sort of day with nice wind in marginal hiking conditions. Two races were scheduled and completed.

For the first race Guy Gurney and Tim DuVal showed the fleet the way to go up the left side along the shore. They held their lead all the way around for the win. Peter Cusick / Brian Sharp came in second and John Lombard / Bud Converse came in third. Someone commented that it must have been the Cajun chicken which Tim served the night before which got Guy and Tim going.

Mother told me if you have people with nothing to do cooped up together for a long enough period of time that invariably they will get themselves into trouble: And then came the announcement from the Race Committee as the last boats finished the first race: Saturday’s race was declared abandoned. Something about rule 32. As with any decision of this nature there were those who were happy and those who were not. However, David Chittick, who had the most to loose by the decision, was very philosophical about it and commented that Saturday’s race really wasn’t much of a race anyway.

For the second race going out to the right proved to be the way to go. Joe Bainton and Chris Rogers lead a little band of contrarians, four in all, almost to the lay line. Bainton / Rogers never relinquished the lead. However, the finish was a squeaker with the first three boats all overlapped. Again Peter Cusick / Brian Sharp came in second and John Lombard / Bud Converse came in third.

At the series’ end the regatta went to Peter Cusick and Brian Sharp. Series’ second went to John Lombard / Bud Converse, and series’ third went to Joe Bainton and Chris Rogers.

Shortly after that, the 6th District Championship became a stand-alone regatta and the Griffiths Trophy went out of existence. One of my disappointments is that the replacement trophy built by Simon Prinsenberg in the late 70's in memory of my father was lost and never replaced. The Trophies for many years now have been paintings done by Pat Flammia, one of our Class members from Idaho. 

THE CALVIN PAIGE TROPHY /

WEST COAST FALL CHAMPIONSHIP

In the early 1960's the members of the two fleets in San Francisco, West San Francisco Bay (WSFB) and Richardson Bay (Ric), were a fairly cohesive group. They used to have "Star Parties" at various homes, especially during the holiday season, and thus they had some time together to think about how to improve both their ability to race and racing itself on San Francisco Bay. Certain people, such as Peter Schoonmaker, Jake Wosser, Don Trask, and Ralph DeLuca, were the ones who came up with various ideas about what the fleets should be aiming for to improve themselves. I was a member of the Richardson Bay fleet at the time.

We were always very much aware of the Los Angeles and San Diego fleets, and some of us would make the rather arduous trip down there for various regattas. However, when Bill Buchan won the World's in 1961 we also became more aware of the existence of the 6th District fleets. I do not remember now who amongst us thought up the idea of making San Francisco the meeting place for the northern and southern Pacific Coast Star sailors, but I do remember that Don Trask and Ralph DeLuca were always at the various meetings we had with Saint Francis Y.C. officials in order to work out the details of making this idea a reality. They were also at the final meeting when the trophy was presented to the Saint Francis Y.C. We chose the fall purposely because the winds are milder at that time of the year, and thus would make sailing more enjoyable than the usual slug‑fest which would happen during the summer. For some reason having a fall regatta was an unusual idea at the time.

I also can not remember now how it was that the job of procuring the trophy fell on my family, but I can well imagine that my father, being then flushed with success in his field, might have volunteered our services. In the end, at least so my mother informs me, I paid for having the trophy made. I do remember that I designed the trophy and a silversmith named Dirk Van Erp made it.

The name of the trophy is “West Coast Fall Championship” and it was intended that this would be the name of the regatta. The trophy is not a bowl, but rather a stylized representation of Star boat sails. However, after the regatta began and was reported to Starlights and the local press it jokingly became known as the “Bolles Bowl”. I suppose since my mother was asked by Ralph DeLuca for a number of years to supply the take‑home trophies that somehow that is how the trophy got its knick-name.

In the early 1970’s Calvin Paige, race committee chairman at the Saint Francis Y.C., died and a trust fund was set up to provide trophies for the regatta in his name, and so the name of the regatta was changed to the “Calvin Paige”. The “West Coast Fall Championship” trophy was then retired and sat in a trophy case at Saint Francis Y.C. In the fall of 1997 while I was visiting my mother in San Francisco I went into Saint Francis and saw the trophy, but didn't give any thought as to how to get it active again. However, at the 1998 N.A.'s at Lake George my wife (and crew) and I were invited by Barton Beek to join his family in their lodge for dinner. During the conversation Barton asked if I had anything to do with the “Bolles Bowl”, to which I answered as above. His interest in it got me thinking that since there was no Master's division at the Calvin Paige maybe the thing to do is to rededicate the trophy for this purpose. This was done and the first winner of the rededicated trophy for two years running has been Bill Buchan. Bill first won the trophy back in 1964 which was the second year it was raced for. 

Willard J. Hodges, 88

Spent summers at Lake Sunapee

COLORADO SPRINGS, Colo. - Willard John Hodges, 88, of Colorado Springs, died Sept. 4, 2000. He was born July 5, 1912 in Medford, Mass. the son of Paul Revere Hodges and Eloise (McDonough) Hodges.

Willard was a land developer and contractor in both Massachusetts and New Hampshire. He spent his summers at Lake Sunapee where he was an honorary member of the Lake Sunapee Yacht Club. He was a lifetime member of the International Star Class and won 11 Lake Sunapee Yacht Club championships. He represented the Lake Sunapee Fleet at the Star Class World’s four times, from 1946 in Havana, when the famous picture of a Star boat being launched off a wave was taken, to 1964 in Boston. Willard’s crew at Havana was John Mc Crillis. Due to the way people used to hike in those days, laying down on the edge of the deck, Willard broke some ribs from the impact of the boat coming off the wave. At the World's in Boston in 1964 Willard port tacked the fleet at the start twice. Another significant achievement in the Star Class is that Willard won the 12th District Blue Star a record 6 times, a record that has stood until now.
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Members of his surviving family include his wife, Margaret Beryl (Shaw) Hodges, to whom he was married Nov. 23, 1938; two daughters, Brenda Hodges Cook, Boulder, Colo., and Susan Hodges Lace; and a sister, Mary Hodges McClure, Sarasota, Fla. Sailed her first World's Championship

at the age of 12 in 1932

In the November 1932 issue of Starlights there is a picture of a young girl sitting on Pop Corry's knee. The caption reads as follows:

“Commodore George A. Corry, the “Daddy of the Star Class”, and its oldest skipper, and Miss Patsy Raskob, skipper of the Eastern Shore entry Ripple in the 1932 Internationals. Miss Raskob is not only the first of her sex to skipper a boat in an International Championship series, but is the youngest international skipper in the I.S.C.Y.R.A. The Commodore looks back to his 70th birthday, while Patsy looked ahead to her 13th when the picture was taken last September at the Pequot Yacht Club at Southport.”

In fact, Patsy sailed not only the 1932 World’s, held by the CLIS fleet at Pequot Yacht Club, but sailed in the 1933 World’s held at Long Beach, California. In 1932 Patsy finished 18th out of 28 boats, beating the likes of Herb Dowsett, Glenn Waterhouse (who was next year's World's champion) and Colin Ratsey. She did this with one WDR back in the days when there were no discard races. Her best race was a 7th, followed by a 9th. In 1933 she finished 12th out of 16 boats, with her best races being a 6th and an 8th.

The Logs show that Patsy continued to race her boat Ripple, #662, into the late 1930's, and was shown in the Logs as its owner until the mid 1940's.

Second was Rob Maine with Kevin Murphy and third was Peter Cusick with Sean Delaney. Coincidentally, this order of finish proved to be the same as that of the final series standings.

The second race started off being more of the same, except the wind was somewhat lighter and the chop had subsided a bit. The boats stayed fairly tight together the first time around, again with Lombard / Gardner leading the way. However, on the second time up there was a substantial wind shift which benefited those who went out right, but not too far. That is, those who went hard right found themselves overstanding the windward mark by a substantial amount. Steve Andrews with Ailene Rogers crewing found themselves just in the right position to take advantage of the shift and arrived at the windward mark first. On the final run Andy Ivey / Doug Wiggins passed Andrews / Rogers and crossed the finish line first, only to find out that they were over early at the start. Second were Maine / Murphy and third was Jake Fiumara with Joe Chambers.

Sunday dawned with a rather dreary overcast sky. The wind as the fleet approached the starting area was marginal hiking condition. Rain accompanied by a shift in the wind from southwest to northwest was forecasted. The result was that at the start everyone was trying to figure out how to get onto port tack. However, with the series now on the line between Rob Maine / Kevin Murphy and John Lombard / Kip Gardner there was a certain amount of jockeying for position going on as well. Nothing spectacular developed the first time around, but the second time up the predicted shift finally came in. Brian Murphy / Al Rodriguez did the best job to capitalize on the shift, followed by Peter Cusick / Sean Delaney and Guy Gurney / Rob Bowers.

At the series’ end John Lombard and Kip Gardner were the winners, with Rob Maine / Kevin Murphy in second and Peter Cusick / Sean Delaney in third. As was the case in the Arms-White series, Guy Gurney / Rob Bowers won the Master’s trophy.

STAR TIPS BY MARK REYNOLDS

Measuring lower shroud tension - Measure from the top of the mast band at the boom up the mast 915 mm (36") and make a mark. Then pulling the shrouds together measure across from shroud to shroud. It should measure close to 735 mm (29"). It will probably have to be adjusted on the water to get mast straight but this is a good starting point. Lighter crews or when sailing in constant moderate but overpowering winds you may want to tighten a little on the lowers to reduce power.
