YOU GOTTA GO THE RIGHT WAY!

In Ed Sprague’s forthcoming book on the history of the San Diego Bay Star Fleet there are a couple of incidents in Lowell North’s early sailing career which are instructive to us all. These incidents show that the herd mentality in sailing is not always the best course of action.

The first incident happened at the 1945 5th District Championship. Lowell was the only representative from the San Diego Bay Star Fleet to participate in the event that year. He was 15 at the time, and while not so specifically stated, it is presumed that Lowell’s regular crew, his father Willard North, crewed for him at this event as well. Here, at 15, Lowell was already showing great promise and came in third for the series.

Fifth District Secretary William Severance who was skippering Galivant wrote up the event for the September, 1945 issue of Starlights. For the third and final race he wrote the following:

“In the finale the wind was up to 25‑30 miles per hour and kicking up a mean short chop, which made wet going. The start proved to be a comedy of errors. North Star was early with Galivant right on the line and Rambunctious just to leeward. North Star didn't see the recall and by the time things were clear enough to see we had all gone a considerable distance. Galivant and Rambunctious, not being sure, went back with North Star, just to play safe. The rest of the fleet thought something was wrong so most of them came back too. That is, all but Spangler and Ed Douglass. By the time we got squared away Spangler must have had a quarter mile lead. It looked like easy pickings for him. However, I guess the excitement or the wind was more than he could stand as Galivant, Rambunctious and North Star all beat him home.”

The second incident happened at the 1945 World’s. Lowell was asked by Malin Burnham to crew for him at this event, in part because of Lowell’s recognized ability to tweak cotton sails and in part because Lowell had a suit of Kenny Watt’s sails which Malin wanted to use.

Again, the incident happened in the final race. Going into this race Malin was in second place for the series, 4 points behind the series leader Jim Cowie of the Los Angeles Harbor fleet. Ed Sprague comments:

“In the last race, they were deep in the pack. As the fleet rounded the weather mark Malin thought that the fleet was going to the wrong mark. Lowell said that he felt that they should follow the hot shots because they all couldn't be wrong. Burnham simply felt that Lowell had been wrong all week and that his statement just cemented the decision that everybody was going the wrong way. So Burnham sailed the course he thought was correct. Burnham was right! They rounded the next mark in 1st, and never looked back. The rest is history. Malin and Lowell were the youngest skipper and crew to ever win the Star Class World Championship.”

COMMODORE’S CUP

January 6-7, 2003
Coral Reef YC
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Normally there would be 18-20 Star boats on Biscayne Bay for the annual Commodore’s Cup regatta, but because U.S. Star teams are gearing up for the Olympic Trials in March and it is too cold in Europe to sail right now, there were 46 boats on the starting line this for this event including 12 boats from outside the US and 9 of the top 25 Star sailors in the world.
A cold front went through Miami Friday night and not only was it cold for the initial races - 65 degrees, which is cold for Miami - but it was also fairly windy with 18-25 knots from the Northwest. This caused a few breakdowns and carnage in the fleet, with a scattering of broken masts, sail problems and other sorts of casualties, but it also provided for some screaming reaches. Paul Cayard got off to a good start with his crew Phil Trinter winning the first race with Ian Percy and Steve Mitchell in second and Peter Vessella in third.

The winds persisted for the second race and the committee set a course O at 335 degrees.  The wind went left early allowing a few boats to port tack the fleet early but continued to oscillate allowing either side to come in.  Percy put on a show taking an early lead and extending it throughout the race, only to have a breakdown half way up the last beat.  Niculas Holm and Claus Olesen took advantage winning the race with John MacCausland and Brad Nichol close behind followed by Mark Reynnolds and his new crew Steve Erickson.

The final day delivered a milder 10 knots of breeze for the last race of the three race series. After two general recalls, race three got underway but eight boats picked up Black Flags, including Mark Reynolds and the regatta leader, Paul Cayard. The wind was considerably more shifty than Saturday with the general trend going left and the race committee making course changes to keep up.  George Szabo lead the whole race with his crew Mark Strube and held off a late challenge by Howie Shiebler and Will Stout bringing in a huge right hand shift on the last beat.  Percy and Mitchell were third. This event is a good example of how the new no drop rule in the Olympics will work. John MacCausland and Brad Nichol sailed a consistent series and stayed out of trouble to win.

A LETTER FROM PRESIDENT GEORGE ELDER

TO MEMBERS OF THE STAR CLASS

(Starlights, September, 1948)

(The following is a commentary by George Elder, Star Class President from 1926 through 1948. It was written in the last months of his presidency.)

Stan is off to Portugal and asked me to edit STARLIGHTS. I am glad to do so. Our other officers are galivanting about at various Race Weeks. The Corresponding Secretary is away on a short, but a well-earned vacation. It's the old story of "Let George do it." Boys and girls, it has been all right with me in the past, but this time I am not up to it, hence the Office will be closed for a week, and a crucial one. The G.C. felt it would be too great an expense to hire a girl to keep it open. Now what is going to happen next year, when this old horse goes to pasture? Are all hands going ashore, whenever they feel like it, and expect the ship to sail itself? With elections on the horizon and this column at my disposal, it seems like an opportune time to discuss the subject, although some of YOU may not like what I have to say.

The I.S.C.Y.R.A. is the most efficiently organized yachting body in the world. It is up to YOU to keep it that way. YOU can do this only by electing workers where workers are needed. That means to every executive office from Fleet Secretary up. Since I was given the green light, in 1921, to go ahead and try to develop this Association (the I.S.C.Y.R.A. being my brain storm, in case you did not know it) I have devoted on an average of over three hours per day to the Star Class. No other President is going to do that, nor should he have to, if the work is properly divided.

It may come as a shock to some officials to find that now and then they will have to give up a weekend of racing, a half day at their office, or part of their vacation to attend to Star matters. They may be surprised to learn that they cannot just offer a brilliant suggestion and that the details will, in some mysterious way, take care of themselves. We do not need "master minds." We need WORKERS. The Central Office already has as much routine work to do as any one girl can handle. Those who do not have the time or who are unwilling to sacrifice their personal pleasure, when necessary, to properly attend to their Star jobs, should follow Art Deacon's example. Art is one of our most promising prospects for the future. He knows our Rules and has a good grasp of the International situation, but he is a young man who has to earn his living. He is now so employed that he cannot give the time required to Star work and has asked to have his name taken off the ballot.

Now we come to the part which YOU, as a member, play in all this. Of course it's your right to nominate and vote for any candidate you please, BUT you are supposed to use a little COMMON SENSE. If this was done, the LOG would not list a lot of officers each year that are names only. Anyone can make a mistake once. For that reason our garden has to be constancy weeded, but why members should re‑elect a Fleet or District Officer, whom they know never has or never will do a stroke of Star work, is difficult to understand. Likewise, some nominations for International Officers verge upon being childish. Why name a man located hundreds of miles from the Central Office for a job that requires him to be at the said Office a couple of days a week?

Let me analyze this briefly.

1) Your International Officers must be in almost daily contact by phone. The President and Secretary must be at the Central Office several hours each week. They are your business managers and you must look upon them as a unit. The candidate must live near New York and must either be in business for himself or his time must be pretty much his own.

2) Continental Vice‑Presidents have a sort of roving commission, but they must know Star organization and be able executives.

3) A District Secretary can handle his work on weekends or at night, but he too must know our Rules and his Assistant must work, also, and not just sit back and wait for the D. S. to die off.

4) The Fleet Secretary's job is pretty much cut and dried. He must be a willing worker. Beyond that, all he has to do is follow the instructions on Forms and on page 4 of STARLIGHTS.

Remember this. No man is entitled to an executive job just because he is a good skipper or a popular fellow. There is no connection whatever between one's ability to win a race and the general knowledge of our organization system, which any candidate for an executive office must possess. If you wish to confer an honor upon a famous skipper or one who has rendered exceptional service in the past, make him a Fleet Captain or get him nominated for a Commodoreship. Those are the offices that carry no responsibility and are intended for that purpose. Before you nominate for an executive office, make sure that your candidate wants the job, is qualified for it and has the time to devote to it. PLEASE REMEMBER this, as I may not get the chance to remind you again, and the future of the Star Class depends upon it.
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Spar Tech Star Masts

When Alan Holt and I were engineers in the aviation industry we enjoyed sailing Stars, built our own equipment, and started Spar Tech Co. Alan had already established himself as a talented Star sailor and continued to improve his performance in the Star community.  He has since left Spar Tech and is pursuing his interest in windsurfing, growing grapes and making wine.

We have seen many developments and changes in the Starboat spars over the years. There have been fads, misunderstanding of the technical facts and real developments.  

Wooden spars had wildly differing weights, stiffness and shapes. When the Star Class established the tip weight limit and allowed the aluminum spar, the characteristics of the Star mast homed in on a very narrow variation of weights, stiffness and shapes. The Class officials did an excellent job of picking a reasonable tip weight limit that has allowed the development of very good spars.

The Development of Spar Tech Mast Sections

Spar Tech Co. has a long-standing policy of not introducing new Star mast sections until we are convinced the changes are good for the Class.

Since 1968, Spar Tech's mast refinements have been slow and methodical – Solid spruce, cedar cored spruce, elliptical aluminum section (A), small tear dropped (B), deeper tear dropped (D), deep teardrop with flat back (F) and finally the GoLD – G Low Drag section.

Each design evolution have had distinct advantages; reduced overall weight, increases strength & consistency, smaller section, increased stiffness and no need for jumpers, reduced tip weight for same stiffness, and finally a lighter tip weight, aerodynamically designed low drag configuration – GoLD.
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Cross-section of the new Star Tech GoLD Mast

Trends

We currently see Star sailors trying to differentiate between almost un-measurable differences in stiffness; and trying to find easy ways to compare different spars. 

Some sailors think the maintenance plagued, un-anodized spars offer an advantage and others think the aluminum hardness makes a difference in the stiffness.

In general, the quickest and simplest way to infer a stiffer or softer mast is by accurately weighing the mast.  

The only way to actually compare spar stiffness is to accurately deflection-test the spars.

Mast Finish

It can be argued that the anodizing reduces the mast wall thickness, which reduces the moment of inertia and therefore increases the deflection, and the mast is called “softer”.  The anodizing process we use reduces the mast tip weight 1 to 3 ounces.  

In the design process it is easy to anticipate this weight loss and account for it in the design wall thickness. 
Aluminum Hardness 

The stiffness or deflection of a Star mast is independent of the hardness or yield strength of the material. As long as the mast does not stay bent after normal sailing and fittings do not pull out of the mast, the hardness or yield strength of the aluminum is irrelevant and has no affect on the deflection or stiffness of the mast.

The only property of the spar material that affects the stiffness of a mast is the modulus of elasticity and the modulus is only dependent upon the aluminum alloy.  The hardness or yield strength does not alter the modulus of elasticity.

At Spar Tech Co., we inspect each extrusion and check the Webster hardness to insure the aluminum has had the proper heat treatment even though the hardness has no affect upon the bend characteristics. 

Mast Weight

For any mast section – D, F or Gold – a heavier mast infers a stiffer mast and a lighter mast infers a softer mast.  In general a heavier GoLD mast will be stiffer than a lighter GoLD mast and a heavier F mast will be stiffer than a lighter F mast. But a GoLD section mast that is much lighter than current Star masts has similar stiffness. The weight-stiffness correlation only holds true for the same section or shape mast.  Keep in mind the changes in stiffness are very, very small. One problem with this inference is that the increased stiffness due to increased weight may be an increase in fore/aft stiffness, an increase in sideways stiffness, or a combination of both.

Deflection Test

The only way to determine spar stiffness without inference is to actually deflection test the spar.  This is extremely difficult to due accurately and static conditions must be taken into account to get accurate results.

Recent Developments
Last year Spar Tech decided to improve the aerodynamic shape of the Star mast and asked Arvel Gentry, a noted aerodynamicist who had worked with mast shapes and sail/mast interaction, to investigate Star mast/sail interaction and design a better mast shape. The only constraints we gave Arvel were the Star Class size limits, the requirement that the external surface could not have any concavities, and the current sail shapes. Arvel was free to design any shape that was aerodynamically superior.

The result of this extensive study is the Spar Tech Co.  G section, Low Drag or GoLD mast. The GoLD mast section has near minimum tip weight, improved aerodynamic performance, and bend properties to match existing mainsails.

The corresponding Lift/Drag curve for the combination of the Star GoLD mast & sails is:
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The improved Lift/Drag performance is the result of the smaller separation region behind the GoLD mast section.

TRAILER TIRESPRIVATE

The following information was published in an old car collector's magazine, but is very appropriate for Star Class trailer tires. The publication states that tires should be changed every six years no matter how much tread is on them. This recommendation is based on the following facts. Older low mileage tires with good tread have a tendency to develop sidewall checking which leads to tire failure. The tire failure is caused by lack of use, ultra violet light and oxidation. When a tire is used regularly lubrication in the rubber works its way to the surface and protects the tire. A Star Boat trailer tire generally gets very little use and is prone to failure when driving interstate speeds. Spend your money on new tires occasionally. Anything less is risking tire failure and possible loss of life.
