& The New England Championships

One could not have asked for a more perfect sailing weekend for the Star boat's return to Larchmont YC. Saturday saw warm air and water with a nice 8-10 knot southwesterly. Race one was started around 1 pm after the Etchells, IOD’s, Shields, and S Boats. The left looked promising but it was max ebb across the sound. Most of the fleet started at the boat and went right to try to get out of the current while three boats played the left. At the first mark Fotis Boliakis sailing with Austin Sperry led the pack followed by John MacCausland sailing with Kevin Murphy who both came out of the right. Close behind were Horton, Kohlhas, and Watson who came from the left. Downwind the Stars battled with the S Boats and a few Shields for clear lanes with tight racing amongst the top five.

On the second beat Bill Watson sailing with Brian Sharp caught an early lefty putting them in strong position behind Boliakis at the weather mark. Downwind MacCausland jibed away from the pack and got some legs to set up a good finish line battle with Andy Horton and Brad Nichol who split jibes twice to come out on top of MacCausland in third behind Boliakis and Watson.

The second race had a left shift before the start and the fleet flopped on to port off the line. This is where the current started to show its power as the boat to leeward on port tack always had the advantage, even as the good puffs were coming from the left. Joe Bainton and Tod Raynor were able to get out to an early lead at the first mark and carried it around the course. Behind them at the finish were Horton and MacCausland.

In the final race of the day many of the competitors thought the current would have switched but it was apparent at the first weather mark when MacCausland, Horton, and Watson were in a tight battle on the layline, and they all ended up short and had to make two tacks. Down wind Boliakis got out to a solid lead and led the rest of the way while the others caused a commotion at the weather mark. Andy Horton and Brad Nichol were able to figure out the shifts to finish second ahead of Bill Watson.

A cold front came through Saturday night providing for a cool clear Sunday morning with a very puffy northwesterly. After the star sailors gathered on the porch of Larchmont YC to read the paper, racing go off at 12:30 on day two. With a bit more wind, the starts got more interesting. The first start was a general recall with many boats over early. The second start had some commotion at the boat with Boliakis and Sperry drawing a costly foul. The fleet flopped early in a left shift but the race was characterized by oscillating puffs and plenty of opportunity. Andy Horton mixed it up with Joe Bainton, Jock Kohlhas, and John MacCausland edging out a victory on the final run over Bainton. Jock Kohlhas sailing with Rick Burgess was third ahead of MacCausland.

In the final race of the regatta the wind started to shift left and continued to do so despite a few right side puffs. Many boats peeled off after the start in the left pressure while Boliakis and Horton pinned the bottom half of the line out to the left. When the boats on the left finally flopped they looked golden on the layline until the right came in and MacCausland and Kohlhas rounded one-two. It was a one-jibe run as the lefty came back leading to a course change at the leeward mark. On the final beat Boliakis, Kohlhas, and Horton were locked in a tight battle in the middle on port when an S Boat crossed the course on starboard. Boliakis and Kohlhas were able to cross while Andy Horton was not and was forced out to the left. Meanwhile John MacCausland took a commanding lead, which he carried to the finish. MacCausland, Boliakis, and Watson jibed at the weather mark while Kohlhas and Horton played the left. The right filled carrying MacCausland to victory in race 5 followed by Boliakis, and Watson. Horton jibed early to try to catch the righty but was caught in the middle as Kohlhas finished fourth with Horton in fifth. Overall Andy Horton and Brad Nichol held on for the regatta victory carrying with it the trophies for the Columbus Day Regatta (first for the Stars since 1963 when it was won by Ogilvy), Western Long Island Championship, and the New England Championship. John MacCausland and Kevin Murphy finished second, Fotis Boliakis and Austin Sperry were third, Bill Watson and Brian Sharp in fourth, and Joe Bainton and Tod Raynor finished fifth. Bill Watson was the Master’s winner, regatta organizer Thierry de La Villehuchet won the grand masters division winner, Jack Button was the exalted grand masters winner, and in the 80 year old and up division of exhausted grand master was Emil Karlovsky.

On October 9-10 the Star Class made a comeback at the Larchmont Yacht Club, where it had been conspicuous by its absence for too many years. Thierry, with the help of Larchmont Race Committee chairperson Cynthia Parthemos, is to be congratulated for organizing 16 Stars for the Columbus Day Regatta, including a European entry flying in especially from France, to bring back the Stars to Larchmont, so close to where the Star Class began 93 years ago.

Star Pacific Coast Championships

October 16-17, 2004

Hosted by San Francisco YC

This year's Pacific Coast Championship was hosted by San Francisco Yacht Club in Tiberon CA.  It is always nice to sail out of SFYC when sailing on the bay because it always seems to be sunny when the city is shrouded in fog.  We raced in the area just east of Angel Island by Richmond in a frontal wind from the south-west (uncharacteristic for the bay).  The regatta was organized by Rick Peters and run by the ever-helpful Matt Jones as PRO.

After an informal skippers meeting Saturday morning the fleet left the docks at 11am under tow by the race committee and the Team Pegasus tender.  We reached the sailing area and warmed up in a light 5-8 knot breeze and a strong flood that wrapped around Angel Island and flowed north towards Richmond.  Matt Jones ran two practice starts before starting the first race at 12:30pm. 

With the current stronger on the right, a pin favored line, and more pressure on the left George Szabo sailing with Brad Nichol started at the pin with Bill Fields and Austin Sperry and Rick Peters with Mike Marzahl challenging for the same end of the line.  The left looked good for the first few minutes until the fleet started seeing cruising boats in a strong breeze out of the right.  Doug Smith sailing with John Rogers had started at the boat and went right and caught the new, fresh westerly first and rounded well in front of the fleet followed by Doug Steele sailing with Greg Hillman and Team Pegasus sailors Andy Escourt with Paul Larkin and Phillipe Kahn sailing with current World Champion Anders Ekstrom.  The right stayed favored for the remainder of the race and the order held constant for the next three legs resulting in Doug Smith in first followed by Doug Steele and Andy Escourt in third.

The wind had filled to a fresh 10-12 knots by the start of the second race which was shortened to a one lapper after a long first race in the light air.  George Szabo started at the boat and protected the right side to lead the tight race wire-to-wire and was closely followed by Doug Smith and Rick Peters.

For Saturday's final race the course was lengthened back to a two lap windward-leeward and started in 12 knots.  Szabo and Nichol started a bit down the line with good speed and tacked to cover most of the fleet as they went right.  Szabo was able to control the fleet leading them at each shift to the weather mark.  At the weather mark Szabo went low as Doug Smith jibed out to the right and Rick Peters and Andy Escort went high.  Szabo was caught in the middle as the fleet boar down on the leeward mark and was unable to get an overlap on Escort who rounded first closely followed by Szabo, Smith, and Peters.  Half way up the beat Escort split with the fleet and hit the right side while Szabo covered Smith on the left.  Escort rounded first followed by Peters, who had also gone right, and Szabo and Smith from the left.  Escort and Szabo jibed out as Peters and Smith went high.  The right filled and Escort and Szabo thought they had the fleet and started to do battle and finally jibed for the pin end of the line.  Meanwhile Peters and Smith caught a puff and were screaming for the boat end of the finish line.  Szabo edged out Escort and Peters finished ahead of Smith but it was not until the dock when everyone found out that the race was scored with George Szabo in first with Rick Peters in second followed by Andy Escort and Doug Smith.

Sunday turned out to be much less dramatic despite heavy wind, threatening weather and multiple breakdowns.  The race committee ran a practice start in 15-18 knots before the first race and it because quickly apparent that the sailors would have their hands full.  Race four went was started in the same strong southwesterly and after the boat end battle shook out there were a few boats noticeably missing.  Both Team Pegasus boats helmed by Philippe Kahn and Any Escort were being towed in behind the team Protector with broken head-stays.  George Szabo and Brad Nichol were clearly faster then the fleet upwind and took a commanding lead at the top mark that would not be relinquished.  Bill Fields was left to fight it out with Rick Peters and Doug Smith.  Fields came out on top followed by Doug Smith in third.

After a third boat retired in the first race the PRO Matt Jones decided race 5 would be the final of the regatta.  At the start Szabo fought for the boat and won, shutting out Bill Fields and Austin Sperry.  Szabo held the fleet out to the left until he was able to tack on top of the fleet and protect his lead to the top mark.  Szabo continued to pull away on the run as the wind built to 18-20 knots and more boats began having problems.

Alejandro Bugacov sailing with JEEP had already had a rough weekend with car trouble on the way to the regatta and it got worse when he broke his starboard backstay at the deck.  Miraculously, his mast stayed upright and he was able to be towed in to the yacht club.  George Szabo continued on to win the race followed by Doug Smith and Bill Fields.  On the sail in the wind built to a solid thirty making the upwind slog back to the club that much more uncomfortable when it stated to rain.  The fleet made it back to the docks safely and was greeted by a friendly Vice-Commodore with hot chocolate.  Thank you to the San Francisco Yacht Club.

the 43rd annual Oktoberfest regatta

Back in Amsterdam – safe and DRY.

This year the 43rd annual Oktoberfest regatta was planned to be held from Friday the 24th until Sunday the 26th sailed from the Bavarian village of Herrsching on the Ammersee. On Wednesday afternoon we reluctantly packed up For the Time Being my Star class sailboat for the fourth time. I say reluctantly because I have a decided aversion to being outside when it is raining. I can not understand people who would play golf in the rain. But raining it was and by the time we were finished Han and I were rather wet.

After a game of squash we drove through the night in substantial rain sometimes hydroplaning on the autobahn towards Bavaria. We arrived in Herrsching at 9 am and left the boat at the club. There was at this moment wind that was gusting to over 40 knots and I must say in the four years that I have traveled to the Ammersee the idea of wind was not your first association with this event.

We took the train to the center of Munich which seemed to a beautiful city worthy of more time. Visiting an auction house I examined a painting and than at 12:30 we had lunch with Lowenbrau (as the locals do).

Friday morning was cold and with a steady wind from the South East. There was intermittent rain and a number of sailors wondered if this was in fact the Ammersee. In the 43 years that this event has been sailed there have I believe only 4 previous times when they have been able to sail all four races. The race committee decided to try for two races on Friday.

We sailed the first day rather well - feeling that we were almost right at the edge of having really good boat speed. Considering our starting technique was bad we were pleased with the approximate sixty boats behind us. Our feeling was that with further smart sailing we could move perhaps up to third place. The conditions were cold, wet and windy. There were intermittent rain showers during which unlike Holland the wind would not increase but drop off. We heard that there was substantial snow falling less than 60 miles away almost to 2,500 foot line.

In the first race we started in the second row three quarters the way to the left side and almost immediately the wind went left. Within about 2 minutes we were in clear wind on port tack and we played the left side on the first beat, their were wind shifts but the duration was very short. Further sometimes the wind would drop off to the point where the crew would have to come inside the boat. Arriving at the first mark in about twentieth place we remained at this position at the bottom. During the second beat playing the left side we gained approximately 2 or 3 boats and we arrived in contact with the next 5 competitors. On this run we were able to find a bit more pressure and we passed a few more boats. Going to the finish a couple of the boats in front went further right and we found our selves finishing in ninth place.

Han again started the second race towards the left side but we found ourselves unable to get to the actual left side and we were at the top mark with at least fifteen boats before us. It seemed the first and second boat had started two minutes before the rest of the fleet - it was not possible to read there sail number by the second beat. Our standing in the high teens did not change until the last beat to the finish when we played the middle for covering. Two thirds of the way up the wind went hard right which left the boats far to the right using there whisker poles and those to the left directly downwind to the finish line. OUCH! We were able to finish in front of at least another 8 boats to finish 7th.

On Saturday we finally started brilliantly and went to what looked like the favoured left side. Only to see more pressure on the right, we came to the top buoy in 20th place. This was going to be our discard. Downwind we passed perhaps 2 competitors and we started to slog our way upwind in 15 to 18 knots. It seemed we were not gaining and while we stayed more in the middle the left side was now favoured. We were now solidly in the middle of the 20’s.

At the top of the second beat there was a massive cluster fuck as the boats from approximately 15th place until 4oth place were left between the windward mark and the offset mark with little wind. There was (as expected in the Star class) relatively little screaming as boats and rigging met bumped and grinded there way around the offset mark. It was amusing though to hear a Russian trying to explain to an Italian that he had absolute every right to his overlap(along with 25 other boats). While a German mentioned to a Hungarian competitor that he really did not think the idea of tangling rigs of Stars together during a race was very wise.

Anyways we all got around with neither damage, injuries or protest flags showing. On the second run downwind we passed a large number of competitors to the right. During the run the wind built to almost 18 knots with a decidedly cold rain.

Turning to go on the last and finally beat to the finish we were picking off boats and in tune to the conditions it looked that we were perhaps fifteenth. Just completing a tack halfway to the finish line I heard a substantial splash and looking down and back saw Han hanging on the transom. This is a novel position for a Star competitor but not very fast. A quick release of the jib together with easing the main allowed the boat to round up and slow down. Han heaved himself into the boat and we attempted again to try to finish but this time we were deep.

We crossed the line and started to prepare for the final race in the cold rain and substantial wind. Han realized though that being totally wet that he would not survive the last race. Reluctantly we turned for the harbour and called it a regatta.

Saturday evening was a great buffet, I have never seen so many different types of sausages in my life, most of which I tried some being very delicious. Beer flowed into the steins which was consumed by all.

It turned out we finished the third race as 37th and ended up being 18th overall from the 73 competitors. The prize giving was a jovial affair with prizes given to all the women competitors, (a shopping bag). Well there will be another regatta next year and hopefully someone will remember to turn the heat on and the shower off.

#1 - 2004 – submitted by the Cooper River Star Fleet

To amend Rule 11.1 International Officers as follows:

New reading of Rule 11.1:

11.1 International Officers, (in charge of Association business) when elected, shall serve terms of four years, but may serve no more than a total of eight years in such office. The election of the International President, International Secretary and Eastern Hemisphere Member at Large shall occur at a two year interval to the election of the International Vice-Presidents, International Treasurer and Western Hemisphere Member at Large. Such interval was established by an election of the International Vice-Presidents and International Treasurer in the year 2003.

REASON: The I.G.C. Members at Large are also International Officers and should be elected to four year terms. See Star Class Rule 14.1. Add the Eastern and Western Hemisphere Members at Large as shown above. Change the last sentence of Rule 11.1 to reflect the fact that the election interval has now been established.

#3 - 2004 – submitted by the Laredo Star Fleet

To amend Rule 11 Association Officers as follows:

Add Rule 11.4:

11.4 All the International Officers, in connection with the International Olympic Committee (IOC) and the International Sailing Federation (ISAF), must work in a coordinate way to maintain the “Olympic Status” for the Class, as pointed out in Rules 23.5.1, 23.5.6 and 40.

REASON: To confirm the importance of the “Olympic Status” for the Star Class.

To amend Rule 14.1 International Governing Committee (IGC) as follows:

Replace sentences 2 and 3 of Rule 14.1 with:

The IGC shall consist of the International President and eight others, each of whom is now or has been an Association officer, designated by the International President to serve for two calendar years. These nine members shall be elected from life or active members in four regions as follows:

Four members from Region One (Districts 9, 10, 13, 14, 15, 16, 17)

Four members from Region Two (Districts 1, 2, 3, 4, 5, 6, 8, 12, 20, 21)

One member from Region Three (Districts 7, 18, 19)

One member from Region Four (District 11).

REASON: To involve a broader constituency representing said districts. Also, this would allow previous Association officers including former presidents to be on the IGC so the Class could benefit from their prior experience.

Add Rule 14.1.7:

14.1.7 Permit the Class to sail in an ISAF-sponsored World Championship sailed under International Sailing Federation (ISAF) and/or International Olympic Committee (IOC) Rules only once per quadrennial.

REASON: This rule would allow any decision made by the IGC, in regard to a World Championship that was sponsored by the ISAF/IOC, under Star Class Rule 14.1.6. to have the full and acknowledged support of the voting membership of the Class.

REASON: To eliminate the Starlights quarterly publication, with the respective savings. To concentrate all communication and coordination efforts on the “on time” web page maintenance.

To amend Rule 18 Amendments as follows:

Add Rule 18.2.1:

18.2.1 The I.G.C. may, upon a majority vote of the IGC, waive or suspend a specific Star Class Rule within STCR 23 through 35, STCR 37 and STCR 40. Such waiver or suspension of Star Class Rules shall be approved by the I.G.C. and published on the Star Class web page not less than 90 days prior to any test Event and shall be effective only for a single Event. STCR 18.2.1 shall not be used to waive or suspend Star Class Rules 1 through 22, STCR 36, STCR 38 or STCR 39.

REASON: From time to time, the I.G.C. needs the ability to test a proposed Star Class Rule Change related to Events, Equipment or Racing Formats. The proposed Resolution to add STCR 18.2.1 allows testing of proposed Star Class Rule Changes upon approval of a majority vote of the I.G.C. and with minimum notice to the Membership.

The proposed new rule 18.2.1 allows the I.G.C. flexibility to test new ideas and allows members to experience proposed Rule changes before being asked to vote on proposed Star Class Rule amendments. This new Star Class Rule is not to be available for changes to the Organization or Administration of the Star Class or any other Star Class Rule unrelated to Racing or Equipment.

To amend Rule 31.1.3 Personnel (Weight Rule) as follows:

In the first sentence after "and all respective Olympic Trial Regattas", add the words “and all International Sailing Federation Grade One Ranking Regattas”.

REASON: The world’s top sailors meet at these regattas and should compete under the same circumstances. Very often these regattas are Olympic qualifying events.

#12 - 2004 – submitted by the Gluecksburg Star Fleet

To amend Rule 31.1.3 Personnel (Weight Rule) as follows:

Change the weight formula to:

In kilograms: C = ([100 – S] / 1.5) + 98

REASON: This adjusts the formula for fairer racing. It reduces the crew weight of heavy skippers and adds weight to the light ones. The majority of all Star teams (more than 80% of all skippers are between 80 and 100 kg) will not have to change a lot by the new formula. Factor 1.5 has been used in a two-year test four years ago and worked successfully.

#13 - 2004 – submitted by the Pater Noster Star Fleet

To amend Rule 34.6.2 Scoring as follows:

Delete the last part of the sentence: “, discarding her worst score if more than four races have been completed.” and replace it with “, with no discard.”.

REASON: In the “old Star traditionalistic days” Continental- and World Championships had no 360, no 720, and no throw-out.

Over the years new rules has been instituted so as to be fair to the sailors and endeavour to stop endless protests. This includes being allowed to hit marks and do a 360 or get caught on port tack and do a 720. Rule 42 gives a warning before being disqualified.

The drop race was originally put in as a defensive rule to compensate for unforeseen equipment failures. The result of this has been that sailors have used it as an offensive weapon and not for what it was intended. Sailors sail aggressively ignoring the rules until they get their drop. They push the starts and demand redress, take unwarranted risks on port tack especially at the windward mark and do not do their turns taking their chances in a protest room. The Drop Race has become an offensive weapon. Allowing a drop race allows sailors to push their equipment to the limit and therefore beyond which does not promote proper seamanship.

Today the sailor sails much more conservatively after they have acquired their drop race. With no drop the sailor must sail more conservatively and within the rules from the start of the regatta. The sailing will become fairer with sailors less likely to try and cheat and get away with it.

The need to count all races means that all races are equal and the sailors must compete in the last race. This will also make the sport more understandable and exciting for the media and others.

Star Class Continental and World Championships, which have 6 races and huge starting lines, will benefit from this rule change. Sailors will become much less willing to risk being over early, and those who are OCS will return to re-start which clears the first leg for those who started properly. The leader can no longer use a throw-out race to match race the nearest competitor. After a foul competitor will more likely take a 720, and be less likely to make the risky move to begin with.

To amend the section Measuring The Star Class Boat as follows:

Add to the end of the Experiments, Peculiarities, and Discrepancies section:

In any series, the Technical Advisory Board, the Certified Measurer and the Series Measurer are responsible for the total observance of what is stated in the previous paragraph.

REASON: In the World Championship in Cadiz, some boats were authorized to race in spite of the fact that they did not meet some specifications (e.g. vertical rudder movement and no constant distribution of keel material).

Please vote “no” on Resolution # 4. This resolution would place the power of selection of the members of the IGC back into the hands of the Class president, as is stated in the phrase “designated by the International President”.
In 2000 the Mid-Connecticut Fleet, under the guidance of Mead Batchelor, former IGC member and Rear Commodore of the Class, formulated the present set of rules concerning the make-up of the IGC. This set of rules, which besides rule 14.1 includes rules 11.1.5 and 13.4, was the result of cooperative work among Class members of several different fleets who had experience in questions of corporate governance. The reason for these rule changes given at the time was as follows:

“The IGC is the equivalent of a stock corporation's board of directors and a national government's legislative body. The former is elected by its shareholders and the country's voters choose the latter. Under present Rule 14.1 the members of the IGC are appointed by the ISCYRA President, a circumstance not unlike a chief executive officer of a stock corporation selecting his/her board of directors or a president or prime minister choosing his/her country's legislators. The purpose of this proposal calling for the election of the IGC members is to create a governing body which will be more responsive to the membership (shareholders / electorate) and more representative of the elected ISCYRA leadership. Furthermore, establishing the mechanism for an elected governing body would be consistent with the governance structure of ISAF, which has a governing body entirely of elected members.”

This reason remains as valid now as at the time present rules 14.1, 11.1.5 and 13.4 were formulated and passed by the Class membership in 2000. Please vote “no” on Resolution # 4 and keep the IGC a body elected directly by the Star Class membership.
