The Wednesday Night Series has been one of the mainstays of fleet activity.  MES boasts over 20 boats and 45 members.

The 2004 Shuster was won by Aaron Serinis with three 1st  places.  Serinis (Star # 7444, MES) is also this year’s 2005 District 2 Blue Star winner with a 1st, two 2nd and a 6th, sailed July 23-24 at Tred Avon. and winner of the Miles River Annual Regatta sailed in August, with two 2nd, a 3rd and a 4th..

Registration is from 8:30-9:15 Saturday, Skipper’s meeting will be at 9:15, first race starts at 10:30 on Saturday, at 10:00 on Sunday.

Breakfast is available starting at 08:30 at the club.  Bagged lunches can be purchased for $7.00 on Saturday.  Following the races Saturday will be an informal party at Isabelle’s on the dock at the YC.

Report on the Meetings

to discuss dwindling fleets participating in regattas
September 10, 2005 at 8:30 PM, Cedar Point Y.C. 

September 17, 2005 at 8:30 PM, Milford Y.C.

On successive weekends meetings were held during the Saturday night dinners at the Bedford Pitcher and Nutmeg Regattas to discuss the problem of dwindling numbers of boats participating in regattas and concurrently dwindling number of boats participating in local fleet racing. The following is a report of these meetings.

The Bedford Pitcher Meeting:

During the dinner at the Bedford Pitcher Regatta Organizer Thorny Cook and 1st District Secretary David Bolles called the meeting to order. The principal topic of discussion was that of the declining participation throughout the District in fleet racing by local fleet members.

Thorny Cook expressed his concern about how in the last few years the number of people participating in local fleet races is declining. He cited examples of a number of “paper fleets”, both within the district and throughout the Star world. He proposed that Star Class Rule 26.1.4 (Having sailed his own boat in a representative number of Star races (at least 5) sponsored by his fleet...) should be either enforced or revised to reflect the present situation.

David Bolles pointed out that while there are still a few fleets which do have fleet racing, as for example Mid-Connecticut Star Fleet, the younger fleet members, meaning those 30 and 40 something members, have family obligations and therefore have to limit the number of weekends they commit to sailing. For them, a natural choice is to participate in regattas where they have a chance to be with people they sailed against as collegiate sailors. He made a distinction between these two groups of sailors, one of which he called the “regatta sailors” and the other which he called the “fleet sailors”, and noted that the division is based primarily on age. He further noted that in the Tri-District area there are regattas taking place practically every other weekend, and these regattas are the focus of the “regatta sailors”. The result is that there is in reality no time left to the “regatta sailors” to participate in local fleet racing.

John Lombard, former Fleet Captain of the Mid-Connecticut Fleet and one of these “regatta sailors” also spoke to the issue reiterating the point that there must be time for family obligations, and thus that he has to focus on participating in a limited number of events. He also noted that he, for example, finds sailing at regattas much more stimulating, because naturally this is where the better sailors congregate and thus this is where the competition is. His observation was that this was a general feeling among the “regatta sailors”.

There followed a general discussion which tried to find a solution to this problem. One suggestion was that Star Class Rule 26.1.4 should be changed to read in some way that the requirement to participate in Gold, Silver and Blue events should be that entrants have to sail a given number of events within their District, rather than within their fleet as is now the case. This way, those who over the years have actually been in violation of Star Class Rule 26.1.4 would have a chance to fulfill this requirement. Several individual cases were brought up as examples and it was felt by some that such a rule change might be good in that it would force the super-regatta sailors to spend some time sailing within their Districts, either at the fleet level or at the District regattas. However, the question was raised as to how this would affect fleet racing, other than to diminish the need for it even further.

Also discussed was the question that as fleet racing declines at local clubs, will these clubs be willing to continue to support regattas for a class which no longer races at their club. While there are examples where, with very little or no input from a local Star fleet, regattas continue to be held, these regattas seem to be the exception rather than the rule.

The meeting ended with no particular goal set for the coming year. However, at least the issue has been raised and hopefully thought will be given to how to make Star sailing attractive as we go forward into a changing social environment.

The Nutmeg Regatta Meeting:

David Bolles opened the meeting saying that on the previous Saturday the topic of declining participation in fleet racing and regattas was talked about but no particular goal or solution was put forward. Since then people have been thinking about the problem and several suggestions had been made. He called upon John MacCausland to present his ideas.

John MacCausland stated that as things stand now, there are too many regattas being held throughout the Tri-District area and that many of these conflict in dates. He then listed a set of points:

1) That the District Championships in the Tri-District area should all be held on the same weekend.

2) That there should be only one principal regatta in each District each month. This would give each District 6 principal regattas held throughout the sailing season which lasts from May through October.

3) That these regattas should be coordinated by the three Districts in a way so that the dates do not conflict with the principal regattas being held in the other two Districts.

4) That there should be an effort to make the regattas more enticing. Both the venues and the on-shore activities need to be studied and an effort made to find something special which would bring more participation.

Peter Cusick and John Lombard then spoke. They had been talking about this problem amongst themselves and had come to much the same conclusion in regards to the number of regattas being held in the Tri-District area and the problems caused by the conflicts in dates in many of these regattas. They felt that the first order of business was to call a Tri-District wide meeting during the winter to discuss what can be done to implement a schedule which would target certain key regattas throughout the sailing season. During the discussion of their proposal it was generally agreed that the three Districts making up the Tri-District area should now work as a unit and had to make much more of an effort to act in a coordinated way.

Peter and John are going to work on this plan further and present it to the three District secretaries.

Comments by John Lombard:

Subsequent to the meetings, J. Lombard proposed that any skipper age 21 years of age or younger get free entry to any Star Regatta, skippers age 21-25 get 50% off.  He notes this would be a great PR (marketing platform) to create National news for the Star Class (in national/local sailing publications and on-line sailing newsletters) -- “STAR CLASS INVESTS IN DEVELOPING YOUNG SAILORS” -- WITH FREE ENTRY FEES TO ALL EVENTS ON 2006.  He thinks something big and bold like this could gain a lot of interest in the Star class and potentially drive a lot of trial among youth sailors. 

John Lombard also proposed a used boat network and an organization such as a Star Class Youth Development Foundation, to which used boats and sails could be donated.  The gear could be awarded to youth sailors who submit a resume.

OXFORD FALL WIND-UP

Eastern Shore Fleet

September 24 –25, 2005

In sharp contrast to the 2nd District summer, the Wind-up had great sailing weather. Three races were completed with two 12-15 knot races on Saturday and one 5-8 knot race on Sunday.

Twenty-two Stars sailed the 54th Oxford Fall Windup under sunny skies on the Chop Tank River, Chesapeake Bay. John MacCausland and crew Shane Zwingleberg sailed a masterful series including a painful recall in one start, going on to finish first in all three races. Bear Hovey, who has been re-focusing attention to Stars recently sailed a strong series placing 2-2-4 for the runner-up spot. Hovey won the Wind-up in 1986.  Third place went to the Star Class President, John Allen and crew Chris Rogers sailing with consistent finishes of 3-3-5.

Principal Race Officer and Regatta organizer, Richard Lippincott pointed out at the awards presentation that his father Robert Lippincott (past Star World Champ) was the first person to win the Wind-up in 1951.  John MacCausland has now won the event an unprecedented 14 times. Richard also has won the Wind-up, in 1980. In addition to John MacCausland and Bear Hovey the only other previous winner of the Wind-up sailing this year was Elliott Oldak, who won in 1990, 1992, and 1995 and placed sixth this year.

The regatta was hosted by the Tred Avon Yacht Club. A delicious Crab Imperial and Tenderloin Dinner was served to all competitors on Saturday evening. Thanks goes out to the Tred Avon Y.C. J. Holt Thomas Memorial Regatta

Illinois River Fleet

Illinois Valley Yacht Club, Peoria, Illinois

September 24-25, 2005

Jack Rickard once again (for at least the 9th time) won the J. Holt Thomas Regatta, this year with a crew from the First District.  Jack McCallum, previously a member of CLIS, but temporarily a member of the Fourth District while attending college in Chicago, joined up with Jack Rickard, past president of the Star Class, to win in the 34th anniversary of this regatta.

CLIS and the Illinois River Fleet have an old relationship, as recounted on the IR Fleet website.  In 1931 William McHugh of CLIS won the Star World’s, which in those days meant that the following year the Worlds were held in his home waters, bringing the 1932 World’s to the Pequot Yacht Club in Southport, Connecticut, where it was sailed late in September. Ralph Bradley and Phil Singer from Lake Peoria, Illinois, finished second and third in the first two races to put them temporarily into the series lead. This raised a few eyebrows and some questions like "Where’s Peoria?" When it was disclosed that the lake was only a wide place on the Illinois River doubts were expressed about the possibility of holding the next series there. No one need have worried, however. After the fourth race, Bradley was again in the lead, this time by four points with only one race to go, but he was defeated by Eddie Fink and Edwin Thorne of the Los Angeles Harbor Fleet, taking the 1933 World’s to Long Beach, California.
