COLUMBUS DAY REGATTA

Stanley K. Turner Memorial Trophy

Larchmont Yacht Club, Larchmont NY

October 7-8, 2006
Thierry Magon de La Villehuchet once again invited Star sailors to compete for the Stanley K. Turner Memorial Trophy in a regatta hosted by Larchmont Yacht Club.

The weather forecast was a repeat of the previous year when Saturday was so windy the races were canceled. This year we hoped the front coming visibly out of the southwest would hurry past during the night and bring clear skies. But Saturday morning brought a stormy 18 knots with gusts in the twenties. The RC was cautious, and postponed on shore to see what the wind would do. As it did not get much heavier, they decided to start us two hours late, a 12 noon start, on a short racecourse to be shared with the Shields. Fotis Boliakis was glad for the delay as he needed the morning to jury-rig a headstay. Visiting yachtsmen from France, Patrick Constant and Paul Coirre, used the time to adapt to David Bolles' spare boat, brought to Larchmont for them before David left to go to the Worlds in San Francisco. 

The wind was out of the east, so the wharf at Larchmont was good for launching except for the swell coming into the cove.  But that same long swell, coming with the wind the whole length of the Sound, made for exhilarating runs as the wind built into the twenties.  Fotis with his big new crew, Jerry Ulbrich, and John Manderson with Matt Semler, handled the wind with pleasure and traded firsts and seconds.
After the cold of the races, the luxurious showers of the Larchmont pool house were welcome. The Star sailors gathered for dinner in the company of Thierry's French friends, restaurateurs, royalty and Shields sailors.

Sunday morning Guy Gurney arrived with his boat and big crew, Roman Gotsulyak. There was only a little wind, out of the south and we had one postponement, waiting. The wooden S boats and International One Designs were on the course with us along with the Shields. The S boats look like big Stars with extra max roach mainsails. 

The courses were short WLWL. We went around the marks close together. At the finish of the first race Fotis Boliakis and Guy Gurney, both coming in from the right, caught a streak of wind.  With the advantage of a skewed finish line they got in next to the RC and took first and second. Thierry was very close, coming in from the left, but the committee boat favor allowed Manderson to beat him. 

The finish of the second race wasn't so close. We managed to pass Fotis on that last run. Guy, who had come out on Sunday in hopes of doing well enough to win the Nash Trophy, concentrated on beating Fotis and succeeded in the second race. 

The trophy presentation was elegantly set on the lawn in front of the club. Thierry de la Villehuchet was awarded the Grand Masters Trophy and Fotis was awarded the Stanley K. Turner Memorial half model of 'Migs" #893 for first place in the regatta.

FIRST DISTRICT SAILOR WINS

First District, Mid-Connecticut Fleet member, John Pilling Manderson won the Star-Etchells Fall Regatta held at Annapolis Yacht Club at the end of the 2006 tri-district season. 

Saturday started with a nice breeze of about 10 knots, the water cold and choppy as it can often be in Annapolis basin where there is a lot of big boat wake at all angles. The wind was gusty out of the Severn River from 315 degrees for the first race, won by Henry Filter. The second race started at 305 degrees then backed and died to almost nothing. John Manderson controlled the race and won. Conditions were cold because of the wet.  Most teams accepted a tow in. 

Frustratingly, the wind came back up to 12 as we reached the yacht club at about 3:30 PM. 

Sunday morning we had to paddle out from the dock, fearful that we would not get out to the line in the glassy conditions. Then as we passed the red mark at the mouth of the Severn at about 10:30 the wind picked up and continued to pick up steadily for the rest of the day, peaking at 22 knots during the second race, gusty and blowing up the Chesapeake along with a flooding current, building big rollers to surf on the downwind legs. Everyone came in from the races with a wild story to tell. There was some carnage, starting with 7934, Karl Von Schwarz, whose tiller bolt sheered off on the first tack after the first start. Chris Wilson’s jib car track pulled out in the second race and her tiller was broken also. Pete McChesney, who was standing first in the regatta at the beginning of the day and was racing Barbara Vosbury on the run of the second race, came down a roller, buried his bow and his pole and broke his mast, damaging a beautiful like-new sail carrying number 7713. John Henry’s spreader bracket popped off the mast as they turned down from the final weather mark. He and Jay Lankford saved the rig but couldn’t finish.

The frustrations and thrills of the racecourse were evened out during the pleasant Saturday dinner hosted by AYC, and trophy presentation Sunday evening.

John Manderson and crew Paul Amlong sailed the most consistent regatta and were able to win even with two fourths in Sunday’s blow.
